- Croatia (Mr Ante KORIC),

- Indonesia (Mr Heru KURNIAWAN),

- Pakistan (Mr Tajammal ABBASI),

- Philippines (Mr Henry Abad COLDES I1),

- Poland (Mr Adam KLOSINSKI) and

- Sri Lanka (Mr Uchitha Nuwan HEWAHAKMANAGE)

were selected for the course that will be conducted at the UKHO in Taunton, United Kingdom, from 3 September
to 14 December 2018. Individual notification letters will be distributed by the IHO Secretariat with the
instructions to be followed by the selected applicants.

5. The selections listed in paragraph 4 are for the nominated personnel only. National authorities may not
substitute the selected candidates with any other personnel.

6. It is likely that another CHART course will be available in 2019, thanks to the continuing and generous
support of the Nippon Foundation. The IHO Secretariat advises those organizations whose applicants have not
been selected this time to consider re-nominating those candidates that continue to merit support when the next
call for nominations is published.

7. The IHO Secretariat congratulates those candidates that have been selected.
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8. Finally, the IHO Secretariat would like to thank the JHOD, UKHO, and particularly the Nippon
Foundation, for the successful results obtained so far. To date, the IHO-NF CHART project and its forerunner,
the Japan Capacity Building Project, have trained 58 students, almost all of whom are now working in chart
production, thereby contributing directly to achieving the THO’s role and objectives. We expect that the selected
applicants for this next course will follow the same path.
