Subject: Election of Vice-Chairman of CSPCWG
Following the resignation of Mr Peter Jones as Chairman of CSPCWG on retirement from the UK Hydrographic Office (UKHO), I became Chairman automatically in accordance with CSPCWG Terms of Reference 4d. This created a vacancy for a Vice Chairman and the new UKHO representative, Mr Chris Thorne, was elected unopposed at the CSPCWG10 meeting.

Unfortunately and unforeseen, Chris has a change of role in UKHO which no longer permits him to be the UK representative to CSPCWG. Mr Nick Webb has been appointed in his place as the UK representative (with effect from 1 September 2014) and is also willing to serve as Vice Chairman. Nick will be known to many of you as he has travelled extensively to various hydrographic offices in various roles at UKHO, most recently as the Geographic Manager for the regional team covering East Asia. For information, a more detailed bio is provided at Annex A.
However, although no WG members put themselves forward at CSPCWG10, there may now be other members of the CSPCWG who are also willing to serve in this role, in which case a ballot becomes necessary. In the first instance, therefore, we must ask you to indicate your availability to take this role, using the response form attached, which should be returned to the Chairman, copy to the Secretary and the IHB, by 28 August 2014. 

In the event that no other WG member advises their willingness to be considered for the role, and that there is no objection to Nick Webb taking that position, he will be appointed as Vice Chairman. It should be noted that, whoever fills this role, it may be a temporary appointment depending on the outcome of the present proposals for reorganizing HSSC working groups.
