Subject: 
INT Charts/ENC Coordinators workshop 25 April 2016 and 2nd NCWG Meeting, 26-29 April 2016, in Monaco
As agreed at the 1st NCWG meeting in Rostock, the 2nd NCWG meeting will take place in Monaco on 26-28 April 2015, hosted by the IHB. It will be preceded on the afternoon of Monday 25 April by a workshop focused on the role and responsibilities of INT Charts/ENC Coordinators, commencing at 1400. The NCWG meeting will commence on Tuesday 26 April 2015 at 0930 (0900 on other days) and is scheduled to close not later than 1500 on Thursday 28 April (planned finish 1600 on other days). However, Friday is reserved for contingency dependant on the extent of the NCWG2 agenda and any requirements for break-away meetings.
NCWG members, especially those that might take over the role of INT Chart/ENC Coordinators in the future, are more than welcome to attend the workshop. A demonstration of the new S-11 Part B web catalogue and web services will be given during the workshop.  INT Chart/ENC Coordinators are also invited to attend all or parts of the NCWG-2 meeting as Observers if desired.
