Micklefirth Marine Sanctuary (Sanctuary), a marine protected area, encompasses an area of marine waters and submerged lands bounded by the following coordinates:


32°25’44.1”S., 61°03’20.4”E.;


32°23’54.9”S., 61°03’20.4”E.;


32°23’54.9”S., 61°00’00.0”E.;


32°25’44.1”S., 61°00’00.0”E. 


Several domestic laws and regulations adopted by Jussland for the Sanctuary concern shipping activities:


(1) Area To Be Avoided - An area to be avoided has been adopted by the International Maritime Organization (IMO) around Patter Bank inside the Micklefirth Marine Sanctuary. Given the magnitude of obstacles that make navigation in this area hazardous and in order to increase maritime safety, protect the environment, and to facilitate the ability to respond to developing maritime emergencies in the Sanctuary, all ships in transit should avoid the area contained within a circle having a radius of 0.5 mile centered upon 32°24’48”S., 61°02’00”E.


(2) Areas closed to anchoring – All vessels are prohibited from anchoring in the Micklefirth Marine Sanctuary. Vessels that are 100 feet or less in length (30.48 meters) may request permission from the Sanctuary to use mooring buoys in the northern portion of the Sanctuary.

(3) Restricted Access – Vessels are not allowed to stop in the southern portion of the Sanctuary and must receive permission in advance in order to stop in the northern portion of the Sanctuary.

(4) Discharge Restriction – All discharges and deposits are prohibited in the Sanctuary except cooling water or engine exhaust.


Additional restrictions on vessel activities, such as vessel discharges, apply within the Sanctuary. (See 15 CFR 922, chapter 2, for limits and regulations for the Sanctuary.)


A mandatory Ship Reporting System has been established in the Micklefirth Marine Sanctuary for the following vessels entering or departing any Jussland port or place and in transit through the reporting area:


(1) All vessels 300 gross tons or greater;


(2) All vessels experiencing an emergency in the Reporting Area.

The reporting area boundary adopted by the IMO generally extends 1 mile out from the Sanctuary boundary. The reporting area does not include the Area to be Avoided within the Sanctuary. A vessel that passes through an Area to be Avoided shall notify the shore-based authority when:


(1) entering the reporting area;


(2) leaving the reporting area to enter an Area to be Avoided;


(3) exiting the Area to be Avoided to enter the reporting area on the other side of the Area;


(4) leaving the reporting area.


The potential burden of reporting four times is justified by the navigation hazards that exist within the Area to be Avoided.
