ANNEX D

PROPOSALS RESULTING FROM THE WORKSHOP PANEL DISCUSSION

Training :

· Access : sometimes very long and complex administrative way

· Cost : high (except through military co-operation).


How to make progress for these two items ?

· Necessity to quickly practice after courses (Country responsibility)

· Special training for comity chairmen, not necessarily endowed with  an hydrographic knowledge

PMAWCA :

· Have asked for a presentation from IHO after the WAAT visits during their committees of 9 to 12 Nov in Luanda. Is an EATHC member ready to make this presentation ?

· This is an opportunity to be catch, but hydrography goes beyond the ports and MOWCA should be contacted/associated for the following-up of WAAT.

International Funding Agencies :

· These agencies (world bank, NEPAD, Islamic bank, …) may intervene if a clear case with clear responsibilities is prepared. The “Maritime Highway” project in East Africa could be replicated in West Africa.

· Preparation of a definition study to be organised

· Presentation to the funding agencies and national authorities of the States : a Maputo-like conference could be necessary.

Involvement of the States :

The States are committed by the international conventions they have signed. Relevant competent high level Authorities are to be regularly recalled upon : action by the Members States themselves, but may be also by EAtHC and IHO. 

Involvement of IHO and IMO :

How can (or have to) these Organisations act in order to make sure that their resolutions or recommendations are effectively implemented by the States ?

IMO has set up internal audits, on a volunteering basis but probably soon mandatory. How will IHO face their responsibilities (is WAAT an internal audit ? if yes what mechanism for applying the corrective measures ?)

Follow up WAAT reports proposal actions.

WAAT visits and proposals given in WAAT reports must not go unheeded. They should be followed up as well at national level as at EAtHC level.
