According to the Law no 395/2004, Maritime Hydrographic Directorate represents the Romanian National Authority in the field of hydrography, marine cartography and also the Lighthouses Authority.

Maritime Hydrographic Directorate operates under the leadership of Naval Forces within Romanian Ministry of Defence.

In 2010 it was ended the topogeodezical survey of the entire Romanian coast line.

Until December 2010 it have been executed the modernization of the lighthouses using energy saving technologies (the lighting device is now using LED technology) and automatic monitoring systems.

In 2010 Maritime Hydrographic Directorate developed a research project that involved the creation of a Romanian official hydrographic database.The overall aim of the project is to manage the official database in the field of hydrography,  oceanography, cartography and marine meteorology.
In June 2010 Captain Adrian Filip was appointed as the new head of Maritime Hydrographic Directorate.
