Dear Hydrographer,

1. The Nautical Information Provision Working Group (NIPWG) has a work item which requests
the regular review of sections of IHO Resolutions (M-3), reference B, which are relevant for nautical
publications. Section 2.4 deals with Publications with the following parts: 2.4.1 (General), 2.4.2
(Digital), 2.4.4 (Distance Tables), 2.4.5 (Radio Signals), and 2.4.6 (Sailing Directions). In these parts,
NIPWG identified that some IHO Resolutions needed to be revised or deleted.

2. At its 10" meeting held in Rostock-Warnemiinde, Germany, in May 2018, the Hydrographic
Services and Standards Committee (HSCC) endorsed the proposals made by NIPWG with regard to
IHO Resolutions 7/2009, 9/1932, 4/1982, 4/1937 and 9/1962 (See Reference A, Decision HSSC10/27).

3. The full justification of these proposed amendments to M-3 in the remit of NIPWG is available
on the IHO webpage as: www.iho.int > IHO Council, Committees & WG > HSSC > HSSC-10 >
Documents > Doc. HSSC10-05.3B Rev1.

4. The IHO Resolutions 7/2009, 9/1932 and 4/1982 need to be amended, while the IHO Resolutions
4/1937 and 9/1962 are proposed for deletion. The draft proposed amendments to M-3 are provided in
Annex A (red-line version in English only).

5. Member States are requested to take into account the endorsement of the HSSC and to consider
the adoption of these proposals by providing their reply on the Voting Form in Annex B, at their earliest
convenience and no later than 15 September 2018.

d) Wave (or waves: call, bearing, transmission), type, power.

e) Hours{GMT) Operational Hours

f) Nature of service.

g) Sectors of utilization and, possibly, range.

h) Call station (if necessary).

i) Characteristics of signal or of message (sources of data, codes utilized, areas concerned, clear weather
transmission, etc.).

j) Procedure: preparatory signal, form of message, repetitions, errors.

k) Auxiliary or supplementary signals.

[) Control stations, combined stations, relay stations, synchronization.

m) Remarks, changes, etc.
