1. The current Terms of Reference (ToR) and Rules of Procedure (RoP) for the 

Crowdsourced Bathymetry Working Group include, in the objectives, the CSBWG is to: 

b. Monitor Member State and Regional progress regarding development of best 

practices and CSB initiatives and incorporate into B-12 as appropriate; 

c. Investigate and [highlight / promote] ways to increase data contributions and 

incentives on how and why mariners should become involved.  

d. Define potential uses of CSB for Hydrographic offices (HOs) with examples and 

useful land equivalents; 

f.       Liaise with other relevant IHO subordinate bodies involved with CSB data to 

promote its use and development; and 

g. Liaise closely with the IHO Data Centre for Digital Bathymetry (DCDB) as it 

continues to develop technology to collect and distribute CSB to the public. 

 

3. The Secretariat of the IHO encourages targeted participation of appropriate CSBWG 

personnel in Regional Hydrographic Commission (RHC) meetings to achieve these 

objectives.
