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Background

1. The IHO Work Programme for 2013-2017 includes the following tasks related to outreach
activities:

- Task 1.4.3: Conduct biennial IHO stakeholders’ forums

- Task 2.1.3: Provide technical advice and guidance on IHO technical standards, specification
and publications

- Task 2.2.5: Provide outreach and technical assistance regarding transfer standards
- Task 3.6.1: C-55 - Status of Hydrographic Surveying and Nautical Charting World-wide

- Task 3.8.5: Contribute to outreach and education about ocean mapping.

2. This paper reviews the status of relations with stakeholders and provides the preliminary list of
events that could offer opportunities to interact with stakeholders in 2016. It considers which events
would justify the involvement of representatives from IHO Member States and/or from the IHB,
subject to the availability of resources.

Status of Relations with Stakeholders

3. The application of The Hydrographic Society of America (THSOA) to be granted observer
status as a Non-Governmental International Organization (see IHO CL 40/2015 dated 10 June) has
been approved by Member States. The list of Inter-Governmental and Non-Governmental
International Organizations accredited as Observers to the IHO in accordance with Article 6 of the
General Regulations of the IHO and IHO Resolution 5/1957 as amended is posted on the IHO web
site at Home > External Liaisons.

4, In addition, to the International Organizations that have Observer status, the IHO maintains an
“External Stakeholders’ contact list” (see Home > External Liaisons > External Stakeholders; direct
link: IHO_External_Stakeholders_List). This list contains entries created by the IHB in relation with
the management of the IHO Data Protection Scheme (S-63 Accredited Data Servers; S-63 Accredited
OEMs) and the distribution of the IHO Presentation Library for ECDIS (S-52 Presentation Library
Holder) and entries created at the initiative of any entity or individual which declares an interest in a
field of activity relevant to the IHO. The fields of activities have been revised recently as indicated in
Annex A and the stakeholders have been invited to check their information against the new
categories.

IHO Stakeholders’ Forum

5. An IHO-led forum was included in the programme of the 7" International Conference on High
Resolution Surveys in Shallow Water (Shallow Survey 2015) which was held in Plymouth, UK from
14 to 18 September 2015. The theme of the discussion was on whether S-44 - IHO Standards for
Hydrographic Surveys is fit for purpose, in relation with action HSSC6/11. The engagement of the
IHO with the wider community was very well received. The outcome is reported in a separate
document (see HSSC7-03C).

6.  An open session is planned during HSSC-7. The Committee may wish to discuss afterwards
the lessons learned from that session and consider planning future events in relation with the progress
of the work programme.

7. The table in Annex B lists the events that the IHB is aware of which could offer opportunities
to interact with stakeholders in 2016.
