Climate

End of March, early April period is well into the Austral autumn, average
temperatures range from maximums of 24° to 22°C and minimums of 17° to
14°C, extremes of 39° and 7°C have been recorded. Average monthly rainfall is
between 127mm and 135mm.

Electrical Power

Mains voltage in Australia is 230V 50Hz. Travellers from most nations in Asia,
Africa and Europe should have appliances that work on the same mains voltage
as Australia - therefore you will not need a voltage converter. Notable exceptions
to this are Japan, USA and Canada which uses 100/120V 50/60Hz.

If your country does not use appliances within the 230V 50Hz mains voltage
range, you will need to purchase a voltage converter. You will also need a power
adapter (see below).

The plugs in Australia have 2 flat metal pins shaped live a "V" and some may
contain a third flat pin in the centre.
