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Inputs to be considered for EMODnet III bathymetry (IENWG point of view): 
 Should be a follow on of EMOdnet II bathymetry:
· Reuse EMODnet II assets

· Take into account the results of EMODnet II

· Ensure continuity for  users 

In addition it should:

· Make substantial progress (resolution, coastal areas coverage)
· Take into account the policy of the main providers (for example, due to national policies it does not seem possible to adopt a uniform DTM resolution in the short term) 
· Take into account the feedback from the users

It should also:

· Organise updates

· Require as much as possible authoritative data and Digital Terrain Model (DTM) (which may be necessary for many downstream services)
Prepare next phase, which should be a sustainable operational process for maintaining the service, in order to meet the Integrated Maritime Policy needs, and in order to support the Blue Growth

The HOs , due to their skills in data collection, processing and management in respect of standards, intend be key players in a consortium in charge of the project. In particular their inputs could the followings:
To provide authoritative data and DTM:

· Where available in accordance with national policies (variable among European member states) 
To define an update policy (resurvey policy):

· Taking into account the sea bottom nature and hydrodynamic conditions

· Tailed to user needs

To deliver the data and the DTM at highest possible resolution:
· Taking into account national policies of member States and economic models
