This seamount is located on the Kyushu-Palau ridge. It is about 12km northeast 

to Kazahayahoshi seamount, with a base size of 20km. The water depth is 

about 1900 m to the top and about 3670m to foothills. And the seamount 



northern slope is relatively slow yet southern slope is steep.
