“Daxi” means some kind of millet for sacrifice in ancient 
China. An active hydrothermal field was found in this ridge during the 33rd 
ocean cruise in 2015 and named “Daxi Hydrothermal Field”. There are a 
lot of blind shrimps and crabs in this area, as feast in the Dragon King’s 
palace. The location of the hydrothermal field is named “Daxi Ridge” 
according to topographic features.
