Environmental Protection Area (APA) Fernando de Noronha - Rocas -São Pedro e São Paulo 

Decree No.92755 of 06.05.1986 states Environmental Protection Area (APA), the Federal Territory of Fernando de Noronha, the Biological Reserve of Atol das Rocas and the Rocks of São Pedro e São Paulo.
In APA Fernando de Noronha - Rocas -São Pedro e São Paulo are prohibited: 
I - the deployment of potentially polluting activities or cause appreciable changes in local ecological conditions; 
II - the indiscriminate use or not in accordance with official standards and technical recommendations, biocides and fertilizers; and 
III - the implementation of projects that, by its characteristics, may cause slippage of soil and other erosive processes.
Fernando de Noronha is a Brazilian archipelago consisting of 21 islands and islets in the Atlantic Ocean, east of Rio Grande do Norte. Administratively the district is a state of Pernambuco since 1988, when it ceased to be federal territory, whose acronym was FN. It is managed by a general manager appointed by the state government. The main island is 17 km2 and is 545 km to 360 km from Recife and Natal, capital of Rio Grande do Norte.
The Biological Reserve of Atol das Rocas was the first marine protected area created in Brazil in 1979. It lies 144 nautical miles of Natal / RN and 80 nautical miles from the archipelago of Fernando de Noronha. Surrounded by a ring of coral reefs containing two small islands and a central lagoon, is the only atoll in the South Atlantic with 7.2 km2 surface and 3.2 km in diameter, is a semi-circular reef skeletons composed of calcareous algae, corals and molluscs. The reservation area is 360 square kilometers, including the atoll and all the surrounding marine area, average depth of one thousand meters.
