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Executive summary:
The present report outlines and summarises the surveying and cartographic actives carried out by the Royal Danish Administration of Navigation and Hydrography respectively the National Survey and Cadastre (KMS), Denmark, in 2003.

A.  SURVEYING
By the Royal Danish Administration of Navigation and Hydrography.

A.1 
Status and plans on surveying activities.

The Danish hydrographic survey operations have been carried out in the following areas:

1. Danish waters inside the Skaw.

2. The west coast of Greenland.


The hydrographic surveys inside the Skaw are re-surveys in accordance with the HELCOM Copenhagen Declaration adopted on 10 September 2001 by the HELCOM Extraordinary Ministerial Meeting.


In accordance with the Declaration a coordinated survey plan has been made for the Baltic. Therefore, the main survey effort has been placed on the primary shipping routes through the Danish waters. The routes will be re-surveyed to meet the standards of “Special Order” or ”Order 1” as set in the ”International Hydrographic Organization” Special Publication No 44.


The surveys in 2003 have been carried out as follows:

· Route T from The Skaw to the middle of Great Belt.

· Kalundborg fjord

· The entrance to Åbenrå.


All the surveys were carried out with multibeam echo sounder systems.


The Surveys in 2004 will be a continuation of the approved coordinated re-survey plan for the Baltic 


The surveys on the West Coast of Greenland were carried out in the archipelago in unsurveyed waters in order to allow safe access to harbours and to locate sheltered coastal fairways. The surveys in 2003 were carried out in the following areas:

· Godthåbsfjorden close to Nuuk.

· The area off Ravn Storø, south of Nuuk.

· The area between Prøven and Upernavik north of the island Disko.

· The area between Sydprøven and Narnortalik in the southern part of the West Coast of Greenland.


All the surveys were carried out with multibeam echo sounder and single beam echo sounder systems.


The plans for the surveys in Greenland waters in 2004 include a survey of a fjord named Fiskefjorden and start of re-surveying programme of the entrances to the main ports in Greenland.

A.2  Surveying ship
FLYVEFISKEN, SKA 15, SKA 16 and two survey launches (O-boats) have operated in Danish waters in 2003. All the ships are equipped with modern multibeam survey instruments.


According to the present shipbuilding programme of the Royal Danish Navy it is planned to replace the survey ships SKA 15 and SKA 16 with two new survey ships by the end of 2005. A tender shall be issued by the end of 2004. The new ships have been designed. The design data is as follows:

The ships will be fitted with the high end modern survey equipment. The area of operation is Danish coastal waters.


SKA 11 and SKA 12 have operated in the waters along the West Coast of Greenland in 2003.


In 2003 the survey ship SKA 11 was fitted with a RESON SEABAT 8111ER multibeam echo sounder system. This installation not only provides 100 % coverage of the surveys, but has significantly improved the effectiveness of the survey operations in Greenland waters.

B.  CHARTING
By the National Survey and Cadastre, Denmark (KMS)

B.1 Administrative and Organisational Status

Since the last meeting in 2003 Kort & Matrikelstyrelsen (KMS) has by 1st November 2003 welcomed the new Director General Mr. Jesper Jarmbæk. 

Jesper Jarmbæk has a background as Historian but has since 1979 worked within the Ministry of the Environment, latest as assistant secretary within the central administration of the Ministry.

He is an enthusiastic admirer of opera, has a special interest in all what is Italian and he even speaks Italian.

The former Director General, Mr. Peter Jakobsen, has accepted a position within the Ministry of the Environment where he shall deal with environmental information and e-Government, both in a national and international context.

As stated before KMS will in future focus on acting as the central Danish digital infrastructure authority for charts, maps and geo-data.

KMS has therefore in 2003 run a EU tender regarding stocking and distribution of paper standard charts, Chart Corrections and paper nautical publications.

The tender was won by the Danish company J. H. Schultz’ Information. 

But KMS has afterwards been sued by one of the loosing companies. What the outcome of such a lawsuit will be, no one can tell. But in our own opinion we have a good case. 

As you may also know KMS has been sued by an Insurance Company who had to pay damages to a leisure boater in 2001. The Court has not yet reached a final decision as the Insurance Company has been given “a second chance” to make their case. But there is no doubt that the Court will try to make KMS responsible according to the Law on Product Responsibility.

Information on Danish harbours and bridges.

In 2003 KMS launched a new web-site www.danskehavnelods.dk which contain information on 461 Danish harbours and 33 rail- and road bridges. The information is updated weekly and can be downloaded free of charge.

Chart Corrections and ENCs 

KMS have on a weekly basis issued “Chart Corrections” which can be downloaded free of charge from the Internet.

Also KMS has according to the agreed procedures updated and delivered updates (ERs) of the ENCs to PRIMAR Stavanger every week. 

Small Craft Charts

As KMS itself shall no longer serve the leisure boaters with special tailored products such as Small Craft Chart Series and harbour pilots in printed format we have signed a contract with a private German Company about production of pleasure craft charts based on the Danish digital data and chart scheme.

The company is aiming to publish the pleasure craft charts this spring.

Det levende Søkort

Last but not least KMS together with the Royal Danish Administration of Navigation and Hydrography, the Danish Maritime Administration, the Danish Meteorological Institute and the Danish Sailing Association are looking at the possibilities to come up with a new version of Det levende Søkort in 2005. This time not as a cd-rom product but a product based on the internet technology instead.
